But all these are lies in
support of British imperialism
and the Irish capitalist class.
The struggle to free the nation
from imperialist domination is
an entirely just and revolution-
ary struggle. The struggle of

the working class for socialism
must necessarily encompass the
struggle for national liberation.
For how is it possible for the
working class to win political
power wnilst the nation is col-
onially and neo-colonially dom-
inated by a foreign power? --
when the nation itself does not
even have the right to decide
itw own affairs free from
imperialist intervention and
interference ? Furthermore it is
British imperialism and the nat-
ional traitors which have del-
iberately incited and created
sectarianism in order to split
the working class on religious
lines in order to try and get
them to unite with "their own"
sections of the bourgeoisie.
For this not only gives the
British imperialists the exc-
use to intervene and maintain
its colonial rule ( under the
hoax of "keeping the peace") -
but it also prevents the working
class from uniting in revolut-
ionary struggle against the
entire imperialist system in
Ireland which includes the
struggle against the native
Irish capitalist class, no
matter whether it calls itself

Ministers
of different Greek governments
diplomats and top state funct-
jonaries, writers and journalists
tourists and ordinary visitors,
have written articles in the
Greek press and have addressed
public meetings in the same

spirit. "Today ", stated one of
them before the Greek Parliam-

ent on March 1st 1982, tollowing
his visit to Albania and the
oones inhabited by the Greek min-
ority "Albania defends the int-
erests of the minorities with
the Constitution and does not
grant them fewer rights than
those of the Albanian people.
The newspaper of the Greek min-
ority is published in the Greek
language, and four- and eight-
year schools function in Greek,
and there is also a school for
training elementary level teach-

ers ". Therefore the statement

of the Greek Prime Minister
Papandreou that the Greeks in
Albania are in a very difficult
situation and that the Greek
government will fight for their
total rights is as strange as

it is groundless. Perhaps the
reasons that compelled Mr Pap-
andreou to emerge publicly with
such a statement - and which
constitutes an act of intervent-
ion into the affairs of a neigh-
bouring state -- are amongst the
most varied, but in any case,
this statement is completely
groundless.

The anti- Albanian campaign of
Greek reaction which is being
whipped up into a fury openly
runs counter to the political
statements of the Greek govern=
ment that it tends towards and
desires the establishment of
friendly relations with neigh-
bouring countries, the achieve-
ments of all-round cooperation
with the Balkan countries , the
adoption of every kind of meas-
ure which would contribute to
the strengthening of peace and
security on our peninsula. To
the provocative-and fascist
statements of the mouthpieces
of the so-called New Democracy
which demands the alteration of
the status of borders and brings
up the question of the partit-
ioning of southern Albania,
the Albanian people reply
"Hands off Albania : " As Com—
rade Enver Hoxha has said , "Its
borders are inviolable. Within
these borders, there is not a
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single inch of foreign territory'.
Recently, continues the art-
icle further on, the Pope of
Rome has also joined in the
campaign against our country.
It is obvious that Pope Wojtyla
has been charged with a spec-
ial mission to blacken Albania
and denigrate the Albanian
people, which it must be said,
he is discharging with the
greatest zeal. Twice within
three years, something extraor-
dinary in the thousand year
history of the Popes of Rome,
he has gone down to the coast
of Puglia opposite our country
and has cursed the impious
Albanians. Whether acting on
his own or on the orders of
others, the fact is that his
speech from the steps of the
basilica of Saint Nicole in
Bari constitutes a supporting
voice in the anti-Albanian lit-
urgy being sung by the react-
ionary despots in the church
circles in Athens. It is a
fact that, just as the Greek
reactionaries with their acts
are trying to prevent and
stop the further normalisation
of relations of good neighbour-
liness between Greece and
Albania, so Pope Wojtyla is
concerned about the trend and
desire of the Italian people,
particularly in Puglia and
other zones of the south to
create and preserve a friendly
atmosphere between the two
countries, something which is
welcomed and hailed in Albania
too.

As far as the so-called
-oncern of the Pope over the
situation of religion in Alb-
ania is concerned, it must be
stated that in new Albania no
one has ever been persecuted
for his religious beliefs. Our
people's power has regarded
the question of religion as a
personal problem of the indiv-
idual, as a question of consc-
ience. Our people, of their own

free will and without the slight-

est imposition themselves dec-

ided their stand towards relig-
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values. Our atheism has never
hindered us from maintaining
good relations with those who
are believers and those who are

not.
In conclusion, we would

like to state that there are
atheists not only in Albanig,
but also in France, in Sweden
and in all countries. But we

have never seen Pope Wojtyla
get so heated up about them as
he does about the Albanians. It

is clear that his inspiration
here does not come from God
but from anti-communism. As far

as he is concerned, you can
believe in the devil himself

if you like, but must never
accept socialism. This is why
the Pope is not in the slight-
est embarrassed when he borr-
ows the ideas and words of Muss-
olini. In his speech in Bari,
the Pope said, "My thoughts go
out to the brothers and sist-
ers in Albania. I would like to
assure them that they occupay

a special place in my heart "
I1 Duce also said "I have
Albania at heart". But Albania
is not Poland, and the Alban-
ians do not bow for the present
Pope, just as they refused to
do so in the time if Il Duce
and of the other Popes, who
gave fascism their blessing
and collaborated with it to at-
tack and plunder the freedom
of the peoples.

Perhaps it would not be of
very great value to concentrate
in this article on some of the
anti-Albanian statements of the
top Yugoslav leaders. We have
replied to their calumnies and
attacks and have explained
things to the world opinion in
connection with the chauvinist
aims and intentions of Belgrade
towards our country. But in
the current anti-Albanian camp-
aign, they are playing a role
of first-rate importance in
unison with Greek reaction and
the Vatican.

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It is not surprising that Mr
Barry or all the other capital-
ist politicians and parties

big imperialist powers such as
America to "intervene" -- as
if the Irish people didn't have
enough to contend with, with
British imperialism militarily
occupying part of our nation,
without the U.S. meddling in
our affairs.

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On May 5th 1981, Bobby sSands
died a heroic death on hunger
strike for political status as
a prisoner of war. He was to

be followed by another nine
heroic hunger-strikers - Francis
Hughes, Ray McCreesh, Patsy
O'Hara, Joe McDonnell, Martin
Hurson, Kevin Lynch, Kieran
Doherty, Thomas McElwee, and
Michael Devine.
